Take a spin on sidecars and explore this cultural
enclave where colourful shophouses, trades and
crafts of the Chinese diaspora in Singapore and
historical landmarks are situated. Considered
Singapore’s largest architecture conservation
district, the Joo Chiat and Katong area is not
only a treasure trove for delectable local food
but is also known for its decorative and ornate
shophouses and residential terraces, lending
the place a unique charm. During the 1920s

and 1930s, many communities built housings,
shophouses and places of worship in this area,
a reflection of a multi-cultural and varied
community of Peranakan, Eurasian, Malay,
Chinese and Indian cultures.
